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Confusing Confession

The Word of God confronts us with two “ways.” The Law and the Prophets, the Psalms and Proverbs, the Gospels and the Letters,
all present us with a choice of two “ways.”

It’s not about where you’re going to live or who you’re going to marry, what career you’re going to choose or what you’re having
for lunch. It’s the “way” of life or the “way” of death. The “way” of blessings or the “way” of curses. The “way” of God or the
“way” of the world.

Yes, this choice certainly impacts all those others. It encompasses and impacts all those other decisions about where you work and
live and who you marry. But there’s only one choice in Scripture: the “way” of life or the “way” of death.

Jesus says, “I am the Way."”
Last week we chose, with Peter, to follow Jesus. We chose to “put out into deep water” and follow the Holy One of Israel. We
must realize, however, that there is a right way and a wrong way to follow.

When we choose him, when we confess him as Loree commit to walking behind Jesus in his way. Doing things the way he does
them. Speaking like he speaks. Thinking the way he thinks. Acting and loving and forgiving, submitting and obeying, serving and
suffering and praying the way Jesus does. You can’t confess Jesus as Lord and then keep running your own show.

It’s a choice we make every day. Every hour. A conscious and constant decision to allow the Holy Spirit of God to empower us
and guide us in the Way of Jesus. It’s a continual step in asking God to show you what’s NEXT, in submitting to whatever NEXT
he has in store for you, in jumping out of your comfort zone and whole heartedly embracing that NEXT that will further transform
you into his holy image.
